9. CO-COMMANDER:   YES.

10. COMMANDER:  Present these Flags for inspection (Each Flag to be open and inspected)

11. C0-COMMANDER:  Present the Flag (color corps present swords for each Flag)

12. COMMANDER:  Dispose of the Flag (repeat for each Flag)

13. CO-COMMANDER:  Commander the Flags have been disposed of by your order  (Salute)
